The Florida Fish & Wildlife
Commission (FFWC) invited
members of the Lake Istokpoga
Management Committee and
the Officers and Directors of
Friends Of Istokpoga to take an
airboat tour of Alligator Lake
and a few other lakes
connected to Alligator Lake
and see the work being done on
these lakes as part of a FFWC
drawdown. Debbie Galloway,
Jim Berry, Jim Wilkins and I
were able to take advantage of
this offer.

The lakes were lowered
about four feet below the high
water level in early March, and
shore line cleanup began
almost immediately, using
back hoes, bulldozers, dump
trucks, etc.

While the work isn’t slated
to be complete until June, what
we saw was pretty impressive.
We saw areas of the lake that
have not been done yet. These
areas were comprised mostly
of shoreline vegetation and
muck. There was very little

fish population.

The down side is that there
were many boats and docks
that were high and dry, with
no way to get in the water.
Other, better prepared
homeowners had their boats
on trailers with access at the
boat ramps.

Did you know bass in Lake
Istokpoga spawn from
December until June?

Did you know most of the
spawn falls in February and
March?

Did you know that bass can
spawn more than once in a
season? Did you know that
bass do not drop all there eggs
when they spawn? Did you
know that the eggs they don’t
drop are absorbed back into
their bodies? Did you know
you can catch fish in June that
will still have eggs in them?
Did you know that hydrilla

tubers can live more than
seven years?
